FAA Approves First Commercial UAS Flightsover Land

The FAA has given approval for energy corporatiéghdahd unmanned aircraft systems (UAS) manufacturer
AeroVironment to fly an AeroVironment Puma AE farial surveys in Alaska — the first time the FAAshauthorized a
commercial UAS operation over land.

“These surveys on Alaska’'s North Slope are andthportant step toward broader commercial use ofammed aircraft,”
said Transportation Secretary Anthony Foxx.
